2. Partnership content 
	2.1. Please describe briefly the Partnership activities undertaken and the results achieved so far:

	On February 2011 a delegation of teachers of the partner school (Stichtse vrije school – Utrecht) came to Italy to visit our school. On that occasion We worked out the activities that would be carried out before, during and after the exchange and the main themes to be dealt with. First of all we fixed approximative dates for the exchange: February 2012 the Italian students go to Utrecht and March 2012 the Dutch students come to Italy. We didn’t fix the exact days because it all depends on the possibility of finding a convenient flight for both schools. 
As for the activities we decided that first we should devise a questionnaire about  expectations from the exchange, knowledge of the two countries etc. to be filled in by the students of the class chosen for the exchange and their parents. Both schools had previously had a meeting with their own students’ parents to inform them about this exchange. Then we prepared and exchanged the lists of the students and agreed that they should get in touch through e.mail, facebook or skype in order to get acquainted with each other. 
The second step was to ask them to make research about the history, traditions, school system and way of living of their partners and exchange information about them. The students were also asked to prepare material (brochures and videos) to be produced in workshop sessions during the exchange. 
The main themes we decided to focus our attention on were local history and traditions, youth problems, environmental issues and school system. 

At the beginning of the new school year all the material prepared by the students will be selected and discussed on and implemented with the help of those teachers of the class who have been involved in the project such as the Art, Science, history and language teachers. 

By now all the pupils have been actively involved in the phases of the project above described they are planning blog articles, choosing topics and they have already started discussing and sharing their product by means such as emails, facebook etc.
As far as they can, also the students’ parents will be involved in the project giving help in organizing events and meetings etc.

	2.2. What problems/obstacles, have you met in the implementation of the Partnership, if any? How have these problems been solved?  

	One of the main obstacle, if we may say so, was to find the right dates for our exchange due to the fact that the two schools have different periods of intensive activities. This is why we have agreed to carry out the exchange between February and March 2012.
